The Annual Meeting directs the Board to issue guidance requiring IAF Accreditation Body Members to require
accredited certification/registration bodies to have enforceable arrangements with organizations holding an accredited
certificate, to ensure access to witness the certification/registration bodies audit team performing an audit at the
organization’s site.
